I made this questionnaire and asked people to answer it via facebook and the Learning Network on the University of Winchester website, therefore the results have become more one age group as oppose to a variation. There were a lot more responses who were in the 18-25 age group. This would affect the results as people in this age group may different views about the 2012 conspiracies than an older person. An older age group may have done more research into the topic while the younger group may have just watched the film, '2012'. All of this is generalisation though as I am unable to distinguish the views of the younger audience to the older audience.
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Based upon the responses to this question the majority do have prior knowledge about the subject. They understand that there is a mayan calendar that ends in 2012. With the release of the film, '2012', and a few documentaries and reports within the media people are slowly starting to get more knowledge about the subject as we can see with the pie chart above. A vast majority of participants knew the exact date of the mayan calendar.
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Here we see that most of the participants are aware of one theory regarding 2012. However, to fully analyse these results we must go further which this question does as it does ask the participants to specify the theories. 61% of the participants have specified the basic theory about the mayan calendar, global warming and the end of the world. This theory is the most well-known theory about 2012 and the more complicated theories such as a super volcano or the galactic alignment.

Conclusion:


Overall, of the 30 participants that have helped me and completed this questionnaire there is not a single one that actually believes in the 2012 conspiracy, or any particular theory. Some people believe that this will just be another Y2K scare. No one believes that 2012 will have any significant impact on the world or the species within it.


The only other comments people have really had about 2012 differs from person to person and they say things such as, 'win the olympics!!!! thats whats important' and, 'Im looking forward to graduating'. There is no proof that 2012 is the end of the world and no one that has answered these questions believe in this hype. Because of this the questionnaire could be seen as an unsuccessful one, unfortunately. Although the main purpose of this questionnaire was to see what people generally think or feel about all of this 2012 speculations.
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
