Sicko:


Sicko, a documentary film by Michael Moore broke the standard rules of any documentary by the filmmaker himself being involved in the action itself. This is therefore taking the participatory mode of documentary filmmaking. The participatory mode one way of filming documentaries and it is when the filmmaker becomes engaged within the film as oppose to an off-screen presence.


There were many location cut-away shots used in this film especially because Michael Moore travelled to many different locations including, US, Canada, UK, France and Cuba. Each shot was used to firstly establish the location as well as a nice shot to use where the 'voice of god' narration could be used to drop in some additional information the audience may not be able to gather from the numerous interviews.


With a budget of $9 million, Sicko succeeded to catch audience's as the documentary captured a gross of just over $24.5 million. In addition to this Sicko, also managed to get nominated for a 'Best Documentary – Feature' at the Academy Awards.
